Cubicin (daptomycin) IV
What it covers:
-Gram positive organisms (Staphylococcus and MRSA, Streptococcus an MDRSP, Enterococcus and VRE)
-Poor activity in the lungs, due to inactivation by pulmonary surfactant, AVOID in respiratory infections
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Uses: 
1) FDA approved 
a) Complicated skin and skin structure infections
	Dose: 4mg/kg IV q 24 hours x 7-14 days
b) Stapylococcus aureus bloodstream infections 

(bacteremia including endocarditis)
	Dose: 6mg/kg IV q 24 hours minimum 2- 6 weeks*
	*limited safety data for use longer than 28 days

2) Off-label uses
a) Device related osteoarticular infections (MRSA)
	Dose: 6mg/kg IV once daily
b) MRSA osteomyelitis OR MRSA septic arthritis
	Dose: 6mg/kg IV q 24 hours
	If CrCl less than 30mL/min: 6mg/kg IV q 48 hoursAdverse Side Effects:
-Common- Diarrhea, vomiting, pain in throat
[bookmark: _GoBack]-Serious- Rhabdomyolysis, Renal failure, increased number of pulmonary eosinophils

Monitoring:
-Muscle pain or weakness
-CPK levels weekly
-May cause falsely high PT/INR levels

Drug Interactions:
-HMG-CoA reductase inhibitors (statins)




Administration and Compatibility:
-Reconstitute 500mg vial with 10 mL of Normal Saline
-Administer dose either as an IV injection over 2 minutes 
  or dilute in 50 mL NS and administer infusion over 30 minutes
-Do NOT mix with additives or other medications 
  or infuse simultaneously through the same IV line 
-Compatible with sodium chloride and Ringer’s lactate
-INCOMPATIBLE with dextrose-containing diluents 
OR ReadyMED infusion pumps

Cost:
500mg/ 1vial =AWP $425.66   
(75kgx 4mg/kg x 2 weeks=600mg $851.31 total treatment)
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
