ADMITTING MEDICAL HISTORY AND PHYSICAL DOCUMENTATION
Effective Date: March 2013
Policy:  To provide a documentation format on a facility approved form for the physician to follow that will assist the physician to identify the resident’s medical and psychosocial problems/needs on admission and provide information for the plan of care.
Policy Specifications:  

1.
A History and Physical Report from a prior health care institution can be accepted as the admission History and Physical in the facility if performed within 30 days prior to admission/readmission, provided it is updated with a summary of the resident’s condition and course of care that have occurred since the history and physical was conducted. 
2.     
The updated medical history and physical examination must be updated by the 

attending physician or licensed independent practitioner within 24 hours prior to
or 72 hours after the resident’s admission/readmission and will include the 

following:

a.
Review of the resident’s history


b.
Re-examination of the resident


c.
Updates any findings or other information


d.
Signs and dates the updated information and findings

3. 
In instances in which there is no medical history and physical examination from a 

prior institution, an admission history and physical must be documented by the 

attending physician or licensed independent practitioner within 24 hours prior to
 or 72 hours after the resident is admitted into the facility.

4.
Data from the history and physical is used to develop the resident’s care plan and in completing the MDS and other assessments.
