OSHA standards require that Material Safety Data Sheets (MSDS) be on hand for all chemicals used or stored in employee work areas. In addition to the MSDS, each chemical must be properly labeled. The form letters outlined on the following pages may be used to request Material Safety Data Sheets and labeling information from your supplier(s) or from the manufacturer. In addition, form letters are also provided for notifying OSHA officials of problems you may have in obtaining required information. It will only need to copy this form onto your letterhead. Be sure that you retain a dated copy of your requests for information.
