VISITING THE VISUALLY IMPAIRED

[bookmark: _GoBack]Always make your presence known; identify yourself when entering a room.

Be natural with a blind person. Use special care in speaking; your voice should be moderate.

Don't talk as though he/she is deaf.

In conversation, address by name the person expected to reply or the visually limited person may not know when a remark is being directed to him or her. 

Help familiarize the visually limited with their surroundings; they are at ease when they know where they are.

Always leave doors open or shut as you found them and furniture in its proper place.

In guiding a person, never take an arm and push ahead. Instead, offer your arm. The movement of your body will inform a visually limited person whether or not to step up or down.
