WATER REQUIREMENT

[bookmark: _GoBack]Policy:	In an emergency or disaster situation, such as the loss of utilities, or the contamination of water due to the flooding, the food service department will have readily available or an adequate supply of water on hand for the facility’s needs. The water will be used for drinking, cooking, cleaning, and food preparation.
Policy Specifications:
· One gallon of water per resident per day is recommended.
Drinking water – ½ gallon per person per day			
Cooking Water - ½ gallon per person per day 

	Calculation for Water Requirements:
# of people x 1 gal. x 1 day = # of gal. of all purpose water needed

Example:
For a facility with 100 people, the calculations would be as follows:			
100 people x 1 gallon x 1 day = 100 gallons of all-purpose water	 needed

· Refer to facility’s water agreement
· Expired water will be used by Housekeeping Department for cleaning purposes during emergency or disaster situation.
