Policy:	Adaptive eating devices are available during meal service for resident use.

Policy Specifications:
	
1. Residents are reviewed upon admission, and at meals, to determine the need for adaptive eating devices.  Referrals may be made by a variety of staff including the physician, occupational therapy, nursing, or food service. 

2. A written order will be provided to food service and specific 
device and/or devices to be used.

3. Adaptive eating devices will be noted on the meal ticket.

4. Adaptive eating devices will be cleaned and sanitized after  
each meal by food service.

5. Adaptive eating devices available may include:

· Plate guard
· Built-up handles or weighted silverwares
· Angled utensils
· Spout lid
· Two-handled mugs
· Non-skid placemat
· Food serviced separately in bowls
