Coffee Temperature

Policy:		Coffee will be served at a temperature that is safe and 
palatable.

Purpose: 		To reduce the risk of harm.

Procedure:    	
· Coffee temperature will be at 155*F or below when leaving the kitchen.
· Staff will not be allowed to take coffee directly from the coffee machine in the kitchen and serve to the resident. 
Coffee will not be heated in a microwave to >155*F and served directly to the resident.
· Coffee will be served from a container (pitcher, urn, Cambro). 
· Coffee will typically drop 10*F when being transferred from container to another.

The mouth is better able to handle hotter temperatures that the skin due to protective mechanisms. Below is a chart showing water temperature and skin exposure for a burn to occur
