Nutritional Assessment

Policy:	The licensed consultant dietitian provides in depth nutritional assessments for all residents. The facility follow ups on residents whose medical condition(s) may place them on high nutritional risk.

Policy Specifications:
· Each resident is to have a comprehensive nutritional assessment completed within 14 days of admission.

· Nutritional assessment is to be completed by Dietitian when a new resident is admitted to the facility, quarterly, annually or for significant change of condition.

· Readmissions will be re-assessed by Consultant Dietitian.

· The facility and the consultant dietitian work together in determining level of nutritional risk.
Medical conditions, which may place residents at high nutritional  risk include:

· Dialysis
· Significant Weight Changes
· Pressure ulcers/Wounds
· Enteral Feeding

· The facility may prepare a referral list of residents for the Consultant Dietitian.
The referral list is not limited to the above conditions
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
